 Purpose 


Although regarded as a year 3 site has been delivering an IAPT service for a couple of years as a result of early investment by the PCT


The experience of the clinical lead, Mark Kenwright in pathfinder IAPT services has meant that North Staffs has delivered a clearly IAPT compliant model and Mark and colleagues have been helpful regionally in disseminating elements of good practice around PWP working, and using scales (PHQ9 and GADD) in positive practice.


The service has 3 elements, the leadership is provided through South Staffs and Shropshire Foundation Trust, High Intensity staff are employed by North Staffs Combined Trust, and PWP’s are employed by a voluntary organisation – Mental Health Matters. However this combination has appeared to be effectively delivering.


The service is currently out to tender, there are dangers that the existing service will be destabilised.  The commissioning intent is however to extend develop IAPT into a broader talking therapies service.
